6. FUNGUS, BACTERIA, & INSECTS

Organic Matter- Material that comes from nature. For example, plants, fruits, vegetables,
and grass.
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Decomposition- Also called rotting, occurs when insects, fungus, and microorganisms
(things we cannot see, like bacteria!) eat organic matter.
